 Pray that the word of God will prosper among the unreached peoples of East Africa. 

Pray for those translating the Bible into the languages of Africa’s unreached peoples. 
Pray that the “Jesus” film will soon be made available in their languages. 

 Pray that the Lord of the Harvest will send forth laborers to the unreached peoples of 
East Africa. Pray for the Live Dead church-planting teams preparing to go to live and, 
if necessary, to die among God’s precious lost ones.  

 Pray that the Spirit of God will be poured out on East Africa. Pray that those who come 
to Christ will be mightily baptized in the Holy Spirit so they will have strength to resist 
evil and power and passion to reach the lost with the gospel. 

 Pray that the cross of Christ will be unveiled among those who have been blinded by 
Satan to the truth of the gospel. Pray that their eyes will be opened to the “blessed  

      irrationality” of the cross. 
 Pray for unity among the church-planting teams, among the first believers in emerging 

churches, and among newly-reached peoples.

Africa’s Unreached Ethne: Murle of Southen Sudan 
Most of Sudan’s 129,000 Murle, known as the "lowland Murle," are shep-
herds. This historically warring tribe has a strong sense of identity and 
pride, and regard outsiders as enemies. Animism is at the core of Murle 
culture. They believe that the earth is flat and that their home in South 
Sudan is at its center. Only about 1% 
of the Murle are born-again believers. 
These believers need prayer that the 
Holy Spirit will anoint their Christian 
witness and that He will prepare the hearts of the unsaved Murle to re-
