Africa’s Unreached Ethne: Decade of Pentecost Targets  
   According to the Joshua Project, 276 million individuals live in 941 un-
reached people groups (UPG’s) in 57 countries throughout Africa. Of these 
941 UPG’s, 806 live in sub-Sahara Africa and 135 live in North Africa. Twenty 
of these people groups contain from 1 to 35 million people. Across North Af-
rica they make up from 59% to 85% of the population. These Islamic peoples 
are truly among the least-reached people in the world.  
   During the Decade of Pentecost, the Africa Assemblies of God has commit-
ted itself to engaging all of the unreached tribes of sub-Sahara Africa. It has 
also committed itself to partnering with the East Africa AG Live-Dead initiative 

in sending 8 multi-national church planting teams into North Africa. Please pray for our 
African leaders as they make plans to engage these wonderful, yet lost, people. You can 
find out more about Africa’s UPG’s at www.linkupafrica.com.
